_html
The Html helper allows you to render a HTML value. Optionally, you can specify if you wish to try to set a default font and font size (in points PT).

Following example will loop through only custom fields that are rich text and output the HTML data.

_keep
Keeps only the items in a list by matching the values of the given key.
_keep(participants, 'id', 'ID1', 'ID2', ...etc.)

This example tries to only keep ‘Participants’ with a role of ‘SUPER_ADMIN’

+++FOR people IN _keep(participants, ‘role’, ‘SUPER_ADMIN’) +++
1. +++= $people.fullName +++
+++END-FOR people +++

_omit
Filters out items in a list by comparing the values of the given key.
_omit(participants, 'id', 'ID1', 'ID2', ...etc.)

This example tries to exclude ‘Participants’ with a role of ‘SUPER_ADMIN’

+++FOR people IN _omit(participants, ‘role’, ‘SUPER_ADMIN’) +++
1. +++= $people.fullName +++
+++END-FOR people +++

_get
The _get helper is particularly useful, in combination with the FOR-loop, to grab a specific value with built-in error handling for null or non-existent values. If desired, you can specify the value to return if there is not a value found with an optional parameter. By default, empty values will exports as ‘N/A’. Replace the ‘Behavior Profiles’ with the event title that exists in your test scenario.

+++ FOR events IN _keep(items, ‘eventTypeTitle’, ‘Behavior Profiles’) +++
Social Security Number
+++= _get($events, 'eventDetailByKey.k2g3y.value') +++

Some fake field that does not exist
+++= _get($events, 'eventDetailByKey.abcdef.value', ‘This field does not exist’) +++
